FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
1.	 Where is the venue?

The event will be held at: 
Fairmont Royal York 
100 Front Street West 
Toronto, Ontario 
Canada M5J 1E3

2.	 Is parking available?

•	 Valet parking:

Available at the hotel’s east entrance for vehicles up to 6’3” (1.91 m) in height.

•	 Overnight: C$70 per night (includes in-and-out privileges)
•	 Restaurant rate: C$30 for up to three hours
•	 Event rate: C$42 (all day parking)
•	 Electric vehicle charging: Five stations available

•	 Nearby parking alternatives:

•	 Self-parking is available at 79 Wellington Street (height limits apply).
•	 For vehicles up to 12’ (3.6 m) in height, underground parking is available at 18 Wellington Street  

or at the surface lot at 30 Bay Street.
(Note: These parking options are not managed by Fairmont Royal York.)

3.	 What are my public transportation options?

•	 Shuttle bus from Billy Bishop Toronto City Airport:

A complimentary shuttle service runs every 15 minutes between Billy Bishop Airport  
and Fairmont Royal York.

•	 The nearest train station is Union Station, just a five-minute walk (approximately 250 metres)  
from the venue. Follow the Front Street West exit signs.

4.	 Is there Wi-Fi available at the venue?

•	 Yes, complimentary Wi-Fi will be provided to all attendees. The network name and password will be  
available at the registration desk.



5.	 Will food be provided at the event?

•	 Yes, meals, snacks and beverages will be provided during the event. If you have any dietary restrictions, 
please notify us at the registration desk.
